The building serves as headquarters for Autodesk’s AEC division and its portfolio of 2D and 3D building design software, so a focus on sustainability is natural. The project team employed Autodesk’s own integrated project delivery (IPD) methodology to speed LEED certification. Establishing a consortium of owner, architect and general contractor, IPD encourages knowledge sharing and collaboration to innovate and reduce conflicts, saving time and money in the process. Autodesk, the projects' designers and contractors signed a three-party agreement with financial incentives for achieving budget, schedule and sustainability goals. 
Building Features State-of-the-Art Sustainable Features and a Focus on Colloboration 
Taking a holistic approach to sustainability, the building’s amenities contribute to the green work environment. A high-definition TelePresence video conferencing system connects with other Autodesk offices to reduce the need for travel. Using focus group input and intensive space programming, workspaces were designed to optimize indoor lighting conditions and to enhance employee collaboration and productivity. Additionally, a new 4,000 square foot Customer Briefing Center will help customers learn about how Autodesk products can help them create more sustainable living and working environments.
